The District has committed funds from the ARP Grants to provide the following services to address the academic impact of lost instruction time: Home Tutors,
Community Literacy Teachers, Math Tutors during the day, Math Empower Teachers after school, Online Math Tutors, Online Language Arts Tutors, Lit Cafe teachers
after school, ELL Adult Program, ELL Math and Science Tutors, ELL After School Tutors, Add'l Math Teachers, Add'l English Teachers, Summer Bridge English,
Summer Bridge Math, Summer School Program, Additional Interactive Smart TVs, Additional Tuition for OOD placements, Add'l 6th period stipends to open
additional sections to reduce class size and Add'l Career Investment Funds to open add'l slots for student enrollment in the Career Investment vocational program.

The programs and services provided will be reviewed throughout the year, input from CST staff, Teaching Staff , I & RS teams, Guidance Staff along with the
building level Administration will be used to modify and direct services to those students who are at risk. The District will be expanding the Student Mentors Staff
with ARP funds, these individual work with at risk students to ensure that the students are utilizing the resources available to them. The Student Mentors also work
with the families of the at risk students. The District is also using the funds to support the Success Coaches who work with students and families as an additional
resource for the students to ensure that stay connected and utilize the resources available throughout the district.
